Discussion will follow the presentation and will include officials who were
involved in the decision-making process of the voluntary health insurance policy.

El-Jardali is an associate professor at the Faculty of Health Sciences at the American University of
Beirut and the Research Director of the Research, Advocacy and Public Policy-making Program (RAPP)
at the Issam Fares Institute for Public Policy and International Affairs. He is also an investigator with
the Program in Policy Decision-Making at McMaster University, Canada.
